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Committee Charter

Committee Name: Corrections Committee
Purpose:

The Corrections Committee purpose is to be a forum for the exchange of ideas relating to the operation, funding, and administration of correctional facilities and corrections personnel located in Washington State.

Authority: 
The Committee shall have the authority to make recommendations to the WASPC Executive Board as it relates to the committee’s purpose. 
Membership: 

The Corrections Committee is open to any person affiliated with WASPC with interests in the corrections field. Voting members of the WASPC Corrections Committee are active and associate members representing agencies with correctional facilities.
Chairperson(s):
The Corrections Committee will have a Chairperson and two (2) Co-chairpersons appointed by the President for three (3) year terms. The three positions will overlap terms, i.e., one of the Chairs will be replaced each year. One co-chair will be a Sheriff with a correctional facility; the second co-chair will be a Chief of Police with a correctional facility and the third co-chair will be jail administrator.
Meetings:
The Corrections Committee may meet every other month (odd months) at the WASPC training room or as directed by the Chairperson. The committee will also meet during the WASPC Fall and Spring Conferences at the conference location (no meeting at WASPC headquarters that month).

Duties:
· Function as liaison between Washington Criminal Justice Training Commission and WASPC membership on matters involving qualifications, training, and certification of Corrections Officers.

· Make recommendations to the WASPC legislative committee on proposed or pending legislation concerning constituent correctional facilities. 

· Problem solving forum that actively discusses all matters related to corrections – standards, guidelines, best practices, etc.
· Make recommendations to the WASPC Accreditation Commission regarding updates of the Jail Accreditation Standards.
